Bob trembled, and got a little nearer to the ruler. He had a momentary idea of knocking Scrooge down with it, holding him, and calling to the people in the court for help and a strait-waistcoat. "A merry Christmas, Bob," said Scrooge, with an earnestness that could not be mistaken, as he clapped him on the back. 
"A merrier Christmas, Bob, my good fellow, than I have given you for many a year. I'll raise your salary, and endeavour to assist your struggling family, and we will discuss your affairs this very afternoon, over a Christmas bowl of smoking bishop, Bob. Make up the fires, and buy another coalscuttle before you dot another i, Bob Cratchit!" 
Scrooge was better than his word. He did it all, and infinitely more; and to Tiny Tim, who did not die, he was a second father. He became as good a friend, as good a master, and as good a man, as the good old city knew, or any other good old city, town, or borough, in the good old world. Starting with this extract, how does Dickens show the transformation of Scrooge’s character in A Christmas Carol?

Model Answer:
In ‘A Christmas Carol’,  Dickens inspired Aristotelian novella depicts Scrooges' transformation towards his attitudes to Christmas. The novella explores the changes in Scrooge's attitudes after the spirits have taught him valuable lessons to teach him the essence of kindness and empathy towards people who are less fortunate. Bob Cratchit is a microcosm for the poor in the Victorian era and he is used a vehicle to educate scrooge on how Christmas is a time to unite to celebrate the biblical meaning of Christmas.
In Dickens’ novella, Scrooge is marginalized in a category as someone who has undesirable characteristics and seen as the antithesis of Dickens’ moral message: “I am not going to stand this thing any longer’’ Scrooges demanding manner insinuates him as someone who rebukes the ideology of Christmas being celebratory event and the financial state of the economy should not suffer for people happiness. The use of imperatives in this novella conveys Scrooge as arrogant and hard-headed; his traits in the Victorian era was seen as usual behaviour from an upper-class society. Scrooge has no sympathy for people suffering in poverty therefore he dismisses all kind full acts towards them ‘’it shall not be repeated’’ the use of imperatives signifies Scrooges' hatred towards bringing the working-class happiness.
